Abstract should be typed here. Abstract should not exceed 200-250 words. It must be typed in italics and following this exact typesetting format. It should consist of a concise summary of the major sections of the manuscript (brief introduction which states the research problem and justifies the need for the research, adopted methodology and analysis of the research problem and questions, statement of major findings and recommendation(s).

Keywords: List not more than five key words. Begin each word with a capital letter. Separate keywords with commas, and finish the list with a full-stop. Try avoiding the use of phrases as keywords. 

1. INTRODUCTION
The normal body text should be of this style (i.e. the “Body Text” style). Body of the article should be divided into sections of sub-main titles and sub-titles. These should not be more than six (6) main parts and assigned with Arabic numeral. This is followed by sub-headings, and minor headings. Please ensure that you use the correct styles that have been provided in this template for the paper title, author name, author address, abstract, keywords, introduction, main headings, sub-headings, sub-sub headings, and conclusions. For example, the abstract should use the “ABSTRACT” style and all main headings (e.g. for INTRODUCTION, and CONCLUSIONS) should use the “Sub Main Titles” style provided in this template. Tables and figures should be formatted as shown in the examples below and they should be placed close to their citation in the text. 
References for journal articles, conference articles, books, book chapters, edited books, web sources, thesis/dissertation and standards should be in accordance with Nigerian Association of Law Teachers (NALT) Citation Guideline, 4th Edition. All other Referencing styles are NOT ACCEPTABLE. Papers should be original and previously unpublished. Authors should note that copyright of the published articles reside(s) with ABULJ. Few line paragraph should be avoided.  Sub-sub heading
Sub-heading titles should be as the above style (i.e. use the “Sub-sub-heading” style). All sub-sub titles are usually typed in small letters with each word starting with a capital letter with exception of words such as: ‘or’, ‘and’, ‘of’, ‘the’ etc

Each recommendations must correspond to a specific finding, ensuring both are equal in number.
